Front Porch Gathering 

Identify a student's home/yard for an outdoor class, preferably one that 

is central to where other students can walk. 

Headed Your Way 

Develop a list of local residents who are willing to give your students 

rides to your center, when they are going shopping, to work, visiting 

and appointments, etc. Make a carpool list. Encourage staff and 

students to write thank you notes to the person who provided the ride. 

The program could recognize the local person for their generosity by 

listing hislher name in the paper or having a drawing each month. 

(Keep in mind that some people may want to remain anonymous, so 

give them the option.) Get the local grocery store and gas station 

involved. They can donate prizes. Ask students to write safety rules as 

a part of the project. 

Road Scholars 

Select one day of the week to go on the road. Allow students to sign 

up for a time slot for when you will be dropping by. Be sure to let 

everyone know that they must be prepared for your visit and the 

amount of time that you have to spend with them. Let them know that 

they can combine their time with a neighbor to get more of your time.

Carpool Incentives 

Offer gas vouchers for sharing a ride. Explore funding through local 

businesses and grants. 
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
